INTERMEDIATE LEVEL 

IF you have been studying your instrument 
or voice for 2 - 5 years and you want to learn 
new things about music… 

THEN our Intermediate Programs are right 
for you!  You can choose your area of interest: 
Jazz, Classical Music (piano, strings, and 
winds), Rock, or Musical Theater. 

INTERMEDIATE A 

For vocalists and instrumentalists entering 
grades 4 - 6, who have studied between 1 - 3 
years.   

Campers will have a fun day (escorted by our 
camp counselors) , which inc ludes a 
performing ensemble, music theory, stomp 
(our unique rhythm class), chorus, and a 
creative music class. 

INTERMEDIATE B 

For vocalists and instrumentalists entering 
grades 6 - 10 in the fall and have been 
studying their instrument or voice for about  
2 - 4 years. 

Campers will participate in a performing 
ensemble, music theory, a special lab in your 
instrument, and an elective such as: 
improvisation, contemporary guitar, pop-rock 
orchestra, or Digital Sound Design (intro to 
Logic Pro 10). They also can enroll in an 
optional course such as Jazz/Rock Jam, Pop 
Music Chorus, or take a private lesson.
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ELEMENTARY LEVEL 

IF you are entering grades 2 - 4 and have been 
studying an instrument or singing for at least 1 
full year, THEN this program is for you.  

Campers will have a fun (and well-supervised) 
day from 9:00 am - 2:00 pm, playing their 
instrument in a small group, singing in chorus, 
playing rhythm instruments in our stomp class, 
and learning about music in a creative way! 

ADVANCED AND ADVANCED 
HONORS LEVEL 

IF you are thinking of becoming a music major in 
college, IF you think that performing or 
composing is what you want to do, OR IF you just 
want to explore music on a higher level... 

THEN enroll in the Advanced Level or audition 
for the Advanced/Honors Level and experience 
what it is like to be coached by UM professors and 
other top performers in their field. 

ADVANCED LEVEL 

The camp offers the following Programs: 

• Classical Music - for strings, piano, and winds 

• Jazz 

• Musical Theater & Contemporary Voice 

• Rock 

• Contemporary Songwriting & Composition 

The core curriculum consists of  Performing 
Ensembles, Music Theory and Electives such as 
songwriting & composition, music biz-multimedia, 
intro to improvisation, vocal techniques, intro to 
jazz arranging, chamber music, digital sound 
design (using Logic Pro 10) and intro to media 
writing and film scoring. During the camp 
session, students will also have a master class, 
jazz/rock jam, talent show, and faculty concert.

Campers join with the Advanced Level students 
for 4 classes. In the afternoon they send 2 class 
periods in our exclusive Honors classes. Programs 
in this Level extend  one hour longer than the 
regular camp.  

Note: This is the only camp program where 
students are selected based on an audition demo 
submitted to the camp.

Our faculty is made up of University of Miami 
Frost School of Music professors who teach daily 
classes and also give special masterclasses, 
professional musicians, music educators and UM 
Frost School of Music graduate students.
